Pre Launch Checklist

The Club advises ALL members to check before launch and to carry on board the following items, as a minimum, at all times.

· Boat Structure is of Sound Repair

· Main Engine fully serviced and functional
· Spare Engine keys available and secure
· Fuel Tanks full, and spare fuel available

· Fire Extinguishers readily available and in date

· Alternative means of propulsion on board – auxiliary engine / paddles

· Anchor with suitable length of chain and rope

· First Aid Kit, survival bag / blanket etc.
· Knife

· Basic Toolset (screw drivers, spanners, wrench, repair tape etc)

· Bailer (in addition to electric pump)
· Torch and Batteries

· Signal Flares and Rockets – in date

· VHF Radio (fully charged if battery and charger)
· Mobile Phone (usefull as back up to VHF if in range of shore)

· Fog Horn and spare gas canisters (stored safely)
· Tow Rope (at least 20 metres)
· Fenders (sufficient in size and quantity)

· Relevant Charts, Plotting Instruments. Pencils and Erasers

· Tide Information for Projected Voyage

· Port Information for Projected voyage

· Air Pump or Bellows (if RIB)

· Lifejackets for all persons on board, AND being worn

· Throwing Rope / Life Ring

· Boathook

· Mooring Ropes of sufficient length

· Hand Held Bearing Compass

· All persons on board dressed according to current / prevailing conditions

· Spare clothing for each person on board (stored away to keep dry)

· Water, in sufficient quantity for planned journey for all persons on board (plus at least one bottle per person extra)

· Food, in sufficient quantity for planned journey for all persons on board (plus a small quantity of spare dried foods, biscuits etc.)

· Has someone, left ashore, been informed of voyage details, expected time of return and what to do in an emergency?
