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The following Amendment to the Club Constitution, Rules and Regulations are applicable to The Watch Tower Slipway, The Knap, Barry, South Glamorgan ONLY and are effective from June 2007 until further notice.  Use of The Watch Tower Slipway is subject to your acceptance of this amendment and is to be read in conjunction with the full Club Constitution.

TYPE OF CRAFT

All types of craft may be used at the Watch Tower with the EXCEPTION of Personal Water Craft / Jet Ski’s (PWC’s) of any type.

ACCESS 
Access to the promenade and slipway is restricted to members and authorised guests, for the purpose of Launching and Recovery only.
Only vehicles registered with the club are permitted access to the promenade and slipway.

Only craft registered with the club may be launched or recovered from the slipway.

All vehicles and craft must be maintained in a legal roadworthy condition.  Except in cases of emergency No vehicle or craft maintenance is permitted to be carried out on the promenade or slipway.
The general public have pedestrian access to the area around the promenade and slipway and due care must be exercised at all times when manoeuvring vehicles and craft.
BARRIER OPERATION

Barriers must be immediately secured closed after use and not left in an open position at any time. 

Barrier keys are only available to members that have applied for and paid the appropriate fee for a Slipway Key.
In addition to the annual fee a refundable deposit is also payable, refundable on surrender of the key.  
KEYS

Under no circumstances are keys be lent or loaned to any person, even other club members.

In the event of a key being lost then the deposit will be forfeited and a new fee and deposit will be payable, in the case of lost keys replacements may not be immediately available but will be provided as soon as practicable.
PARKING
Parking is restricted to registered craft and vehicles only in the positions indicated on the “Knap Slipway Parking Limits” leaflet.
Respect for other uses, both members and pedestrians must be shown at all times.

When parking ensure nobody else is blocked in and prevented from moving their vehicles.
Sufficient room for other users and emergency access must be left at all times.

Vehicles are to be immediately removed from the slipway after launching, parking on the slipway is prohibited at all times.

CRUISING AREA
Craft (except canoes, surf boards etc) must not be used within or permitted to enter the areas shown as ‘no access areas’ (Red and Yellow) on the “Barry Island Cruising Limits” leaflet.

INSURANCE
All members applying for a slipway key, irrespective of type of craft, must hold Third Party Insurance to a minimum value of £2 million.
DOCUMENTATION

Members must at all times carry their Membership Card which must be presented on demand to any authorised person seeking to inspect it (authorised persons will identify themselves as such).

Members vehicles must at all times clearly display their vehicle identity card and trailer sticker.  

Authorised persons are deemed to be;

Any Club Member, Club appointed Bailiffs / Wardens, Council Wardens, Police Officers, Police Community Support Officers, Officers of the Council .
Other

In addition, to the above, any conditions imposed by the landlord must be observed and take precedence over club rules unless club rules impose greater responsibilities on members.
Any member found to have or suspected of having breached or caused or allowed the breach of any of the above rules may be immediately suspended from the club pending full investigation, on suspension all keys, membership cards and club property will be surrendered to a club official.  If on investigation the member is found guilty of breaching or causing or allowing the breach of any rule then membership will be immediately terminated with forfeiture of all fees and deposits already paid.  If found guilty of a breach of rules but termination of membership is not deemed necessary then a fine of £50 will be payable.
